The Standard Catalog of Paper Money was last produced by Krause
Publications in 2019 . The publishing rights were sold to Penguin Publishing
while the Pick database was purchased by Active Interest Media (AIM), who
maintains the new banknotes printed after the demise of SCWPMand some
old banknotes not previously attributed to SCWPM. AIM adds the new entries
using the SCprefix to signify that they attributed the notes after the sale. The
SCfor all practical purposes is the extension of the Ȱ0ȱnumbering system. At
present, only the 3rd party grader Paper Money Guaranty (PMG) has
contracted to use the AIM database and add this information to their ȰÓÌÁÂÓȱ.
